Loadingé 
A Message from Pastor Megan 

 

There is a common error in the technological world, colloquially known as the ñspinning wheel 

of death.ò It happens from time to time when you open up a new window on your device and 

get stuck on the dreaded blank screen with that one aggravating little word: ñLoading...ò Back 

in the days of dial up internet, this is the point at which your machine would start whirring and 

beeping like R2D2 giving himself a pep talk. Unfortunately, the machineôs progress will 

sometimes grind to a halt right there, no matter the amount of pleading and praying and ñnice 

wordsò you might use to encourage it along.  

 

The official term for this static state is called ñbuffering,ò in reference to the part of the device 

responsible for data flow and storage. There are a couple of things that can boggle up a buffer. 

Sometimes, your deviceôs storage capacity is too full, rendering it challenging for the 

technology to sift through all of the info and produce the content youôre looking for. Another 

reason could be that your device is trying to run too many applications at once, creating a kind 

of stimulation overload.  

 

As human beings, our minds are our own sort of buffers, capable of storing all kinds of data 

and running several ñprogramsò at once. At least, so we believe. Many of us like to think that 

we can multitask, like driving while listening to the radio while also thinking about whatôs for 

dinner. But the truth is, our buffers can get just as bungled up and bogged down as those in 

our devices. We too have a finite amount of storage space and can only afford to load and 

operate one function at a time. Therefore, we need to be mindful of how much weôre keeping in 

our buffers at once, prioritizing and shifting data where we can so we too can keep functioning 

without overloading or freezing. 

 

This is really a message for those of us who leave church inspired with the best of spiritual 

intentions. We may go home with the Word of God in our hearts, determined to stay close to 

God in the days ahead through more prayer time or Bible study or simply through an expanded 

awareness of Godôs Spirit at work in the world. But, if our buffers are too busy to begin with, we 

too will get stuck on a spiritual ñloading screen,ò unable to ñpull upò that relationship with God 

when we need it most. So the million dollar question becomes, what can we do about it? How 

do we clear out our mental buffers in order to make space for our spiritual values and an 

awareness of God in our midst? 

 

For both spiritual and technological troubleshooting, give these practices a try: 

ǒ Process: Whatôs clogging my buffer that I can work through and clean out? Are there 

tasks or worries I can get help with so I can clear up my mental to-do list? 

ǒ Delete: Am I fixating on things beyond my control? What anxieties, fears, guilt, or 

shame can I let go of by sharing them with God or others?  

ǒ Off-Load: Do I have too many programs running at one time? What else is vying for my 

time that I can put on hold in order to prioritize time with God?
