A Physicist, a Painter, and a Drummer Walk into a Bar 

A Message from Pastor Megan 

 

No sorry, this is not a joke. It’s a challenge. I’m giving myself one page to convince you that, 
indeed, it’s entirely possible for a physicist, a painter, and a drummer to walk into a bar as strangers, 
share a drink and a conversation about God, and walk out later as friends, with more theological 
similarities between them than differences. Science, art, and music exist on the same spiritual 
wavelength. Literally. Here’s how: 
 

First, a very brief physics lesson. You’ve heard of atoms- the tiny particles that make up 
everything we perceive, including ourselves. But what are atoms made of? Yes- protons, neutrons, 
and electrons, but what are those made of? Quarks and neutrinos? And what are those made of? So 
on and so forth, until we at last get to strings. According to String Theory, the universe at its most 
basic, infinitesimal level consists of countless strings, all vibrating in particular waves and 
frequencies. The distinct combinations of these vibrations form patterns that add up to particles, then 
molecules, then light and matter and all of the things we can eventually see and touch.  
 

Let’s say our hypothetical theoretical physicist saddles up to the bar, takes the stool between a 
famous Renaissance painter and the back-up drummer from an 80s rock band, and opens the 
conversation with this quick crash course on String Theory. He follows it with a question: “If String 
Theory is correct about the universe, then what about God? Where’s God in this Theory?” Unless you 
enjoy the adrenaline of a good, friendly debate, this is the point at which most of us might make a 
quick excuse to exit the conversation and bolt, but let’s say for the sake of this little experiment that 
the painter and the drummer entertain the physicist's question with questions of their own: 
 

“Do these string vibrations ever blend together forming new vibrations, like paints on a color 
palette?” asks the painter. “You mean, sort of like notes stacking into chords?” clarifies the drummer. 
“Yes, exactly!” answers the physicist. “In my field, we call that ‘chemistry.’” Encouraged, the painter 
continues. “So when these blends of vibrations all move together in longer streaks and bigger 
shapes, is that when they start to form the world, like paints on canvas creating a picture?” “I suppose 
so!” adds the drummer. “That is, if it’s anything like how chords and harmonies turn into songs and 
melodies.” “Absolutely, brilliant!” affirms the physicist. “But where then does God factor into this reality 
of pictures and songs?” 
 

According to real life scientist, the pioneer of String Theory himself, Dr. Michio Kaku, the more 
questions we ask and the deeper we let this dialogue go, the more it becomes clear: “The universe is 
a symphony of strings such that the mind of God is cosmic music resonating through hyperspace.” 
While not exactly the Gospel of Jesus Christ, the idea of a divine, artistic composer of molecular 
matter is, as far as Kaku and many of today’s most extraordinary minds are concerned, the theory 
and theology of everything. Let’s say you take a seat at this bar. Consider your field and your life.
